	Who may attend?


	Anyone who is an NASW-VT member as well as other adults who work in the field of human services.

	Who may get CEU credit?


	NASW-VT is offering one (1) CEU to members only who complete the sign-in sheet and evaluation. This is being offered as a member benefit. Others are welcome to join at www.socialworkers.org.

	What if we have LMHCs and other licensed professional who join us and want credit?
	If non-NASW-VT members believe their work in this discussion qualifies for CEU credit, they should contact their professional associations about how to proceed.

	Who is the discussion leader?
	The person who facilitates the discussion must be a member of NASW-VT who volunteers and willing to study the discussion guide and prepare by watching the movie ahead of time. The facilitator will receive an additional one (1) CEU in recognition of this effort.

	Do we have to show the movie too?


	No, if everyone in your group has already seen the movie, you may do the discussion only.

	Do we get more credit if we watch the movie as well?


	No, the CEU is offered in recognition of the objectives-driven discussion, not watching the movie.

	Can NASW-VT pay for space or food?
	No, there is no budget for those expenses.


	How will we advertise the event?

	Yes, as are participants.

	What kind of record-keeping do we need to do?
